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� 6:1 In the four hundred and eightieth year 

after the Israelites came out of Egypt, in the 
fourth year of Solomon’s reign over Israel, in 
the month of Ziv, the second month, he 
began to build the temple of the LORD. …

38 In the eleventh year in the month of Bul, the 
eighth month, the temple was finished in all 
its details according to its specifications. He 
had spent seven years building it.
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� 1 Then King Solomon summoned into his presence at Jerusalem the 

elders of Israel, all the heads of the tribes and the chiefs of the 
Israelite families, to bring up the ark of the LORD’s covenant from 

Zion, the City of David. ………… 3 When all the elders of Israel had arrived, 

the priests took up the ark, 4 and they brought up the ark of 
the LORD and the tent of meeting and all the sacred furnishings in it. 

The priests and Levites carried them up, 5 and King Solomon and the 

entire assembly of Israel that had gathered about him were before the 
ark, sacrificing so many sheep and cattle that they could not be 

recorded or counted.

6 The priests then brought the ark of the LORD’s covenant to its place 

in the inner sanctuary of the temple, the Most Holy Place, and put it 
beneath the wings of the cherubim.…………

9 There was nothing in the ark except the two stone tablets that Moses 
had placed in it at Horeb, where the LORD made a covenant with the 
Israelites after they came out of Egypt.

17 “My father David had it in his heart to build a 
temple for the Name of the LORD, the God of Israel. 18 But 
the LORDsaid to my father David, ‘You did well to have it 
in your heart to build a temple for my 
Name. 19 Nevertheless, you are not the one to build the 
temple, but your son, your own flesh and blood—he is 
the one who will build the temple for my Name.’

20 “The LORD has kept the promise he made: I have 
succeeded David my father and now I sit on the throne 
of Israel, just as the LORD promised, and I have built the 
temple for the Name of the LORD, the God of Israel. …………

27 “But will God really dwell on earth? The heavens, even 
the highest heaven, cannot contain you. How much less 
this temple I have built!

22 Then Solomon stood before the altar of

37 “When famine or plague comes to the land, or blight or 
mildew, locusts or grasshoppers, or when an enemy 
besieges them in any of their cities, whatever disaster or 
disease may come, 38 and when a prayer or plea is made 
by anyone among your people Israel—being aware of 
the afflictions of their own hearts, and spreading out 
their hands toward this temple— …

40 so that they will fear you all the time they live in the 
land you gave our ancestors.

Israel will 
then become a byword and an object of ridicule among all 
peoples. 8 This temple will become a heap of rubble. All who 
pass by will be appalled and will scoff and say, ‘Why has 
the LORD done such a thing to this land and to this 
temple?’ 9 People will answer, ‘Because they have 
forsaken the LORD their God, who brought their ancestors 
out of Egypt, and have embraced other gods, worshiping 
and serving them—that is why the LORD brought all this 
disaster on them.’”
